The role and tasks of the volunteer

All Danish folk high schools are based on the teachings of N.F.S. Grundtvig and contemporary educators, who believed that valuable lessons about life could be learned through dialogue, teaching and social interaction. The Danish folk high schools are still seen as a vital part of the formation and development of democracy in Denmark. 

Brenderup Folk High School believes that a precondition for peaceful coexistence in the world is the unbiased interaction of people from different cultural backgrounds.

It is in the meeting with that which is different from ourselves that people may deepen their understanding of themselves. And self-understanding is the backbone of peaceful coexistence with others.
A stay at a folk high school means a meeting between many different people. The volunteer will be together with people from all parts of Denmark and the whole world at Brenderup Højskole. They will meet a team of strongly committed teachers, who meet their students as equals and give them challenges, and they will have the possibility to be a part of the special fellowship you find on a folk high school.

The most important task for the volunteer will be to inspire the school in its daily work. They expect them to help them look at the work they are doing in new ways, and to provide a different viewpoint in the themes they are discussing. There will be plenty of opportunity for the volunteer to make new initiatives and for creating his own activities.

Examples of activities in which the volunteer could be involved:

· After-class activities for the students. Once per week the volunteer will be the evening host for the students and this role is to coordinate the evening meal, make sure kitchen and dining facilities are tidy and initiate an evening activity for the students.

· Approximately every 6 weeks the volunteer will be the host for a full weekend which includes planning activities for students, making sure kitchen duties are done by students and if needed welcoming guests at the school.

· Participating in 1 or 2 of the shorter courses run by the school.
· The volunteer will have the opportunity to assist teachers in the subjects he has a strong commitment for.
· The volunteer will attend Danish lessons either at Brenderup Højskole or at a local language school 

We are very open to any new ideas for after-class activities that the volunteer might have.
The practical arrangements (working hours, days off, holidays, food, accommodation, local transport)

As the programme is quite intensive, there are often activities at the High School also in the weekends. If the volunteer works during the weekend, he will have time off at another time during the week. The average working hours per day will be about 7 hours.

The school will provide lodging and meals.

The life at the school will facilitate the integration in the local community and will accelerate the process of both language and intercultural learning.

The volunteers will also be invited to social events arranged by the local AFS chapter and in that way she will meet other volunteers, exchange students and host families.

The volunteers will have the opportunity to learn a wide variety of skills by the “learning by doing” principle during her time at the host organisation.

Taking into account the volunteer’s specific skills and interests his learning objectives will be as follows:

· The importance of teamwork and the ability to work under one’s own initiative

· Further development of inter-cultural competencies and skills

· The volunteers will learn how the unique Danish concept: "Danish Folk High School" works by participating in the daily life at the school.
· Taking into account the volunteer’s background and hobbies they will have an excellent opportunity for practical studies in the fiels of sports and outdoor activities.
· The volunteers will also have the opportunity to participate in the folk music course together with the students and thus get a thorough knowledge of folk music.

Through living and working in the Danish society and during attendance in the Danish language classes, the volunteer will learn Danish language as well as improve their knowledge about Danish culture.
